CHILDREN in desperate need of mental
health support are having to wait even
longer to be seen. Last night there were
demands for a “radical transformation” of
mental health services after new figures
showed services in crisis.

The latest Public Health Scotland (PHS)
figures for Children and Adolescent Mental
Health Services (CAMHS) show three in
every 10 children waited more than the
targeted 18 weeks to be seen.

Shockingly, the figures show more than
1500 children had waited more than a year
for treatment to begin. There was also a
huge spike in referrals up more than 2000
from the previous quarter.

A spokesperson for the Scottish
Children's Services Coalition said: “For
some time now, we have raised concerns
over a potential lost generation of
vulnerable children and young people,
whose mental health is being impacted
even further by the Covid-19 pandemic.

“There must be a radical transformation
of our mental health services, investing in
specialist services and with a focus on
preventing such problems arising in the first
place and intervening early."

“If they are not seen, that
child will still be struggling.”

Kirsty, a nurse, added: “We
are failing these children and
if they are not seen they
could end up in A&E like my
son did, aged 10 and trying to
end his own life.”

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A SCOTS garage owner with no
military experience has joined the
foreign legion defending Kyiv from
Russian attack.

Adam Ennis, from Biggar,
Lanarkshire, has signed up for an
international platoon that is now
embedded in the Ukrainian capital as
it is encircled by Russian troops.

The 35-year-old spoke to the Record
from his position in the city - and
revealed he escaped death afterleaving
for Kyiv from a base near the Polish
border shortly before it was destroyed
by Russian bombs.

Cruise missiles hit the base at
Yavoriv. It's believed at least three
British special forces soldiers were
among more than 100 dead.

Adam, who owns Big B's Garage in
Biggar, has been on
daily patrols e
and has seen
active -
combat, firing
on Russian
soldiers.

he said: “The city
will soon be totally
encircled but I am
here until Putin is
defeated.

Adam said he was stationed with
the newly formed Ukrainian Foreign
Legion at the International Peace-
keeping and Security Centre near
Lviv before being picked,
along with 15 others, for
a separate platoon.

That unit,
commanded by a
special forces officer,
was sent to Kyiv. He
revealed that men he
had befriended were
among those killed
on Saturday after the
strikes on Starychi,
near Lviv.

“But, as it happened, myself and 14
others were picked for another unit
and this one is a different story, really
quite professional and well organised
with special forces officers running it”

When the Record spoke to Adam,
he was preparing for a specific attack,
with four platoons, on a Russian unit
that has dugin close to their position.

Javelin anti-tank weapons, seen as
highly effective in urban warfare. He
said: “T can't say anything specific on
what we'e doing or where we are.

“There are four platoons of around
50 men each, almost all experienced
and well-trained soldiers.

“Some of the Ukrainians have
phoned family members in Russia and
they have a wildly distorted view of
what is going on here.

“You can feel the morale draining
out of Russian soldiers as they learn
the reality of their invasion.

“That is the opposite of what is going
on with Ukrainian soldiers, who are
prepared to die for their country.

“It has been humbling to meet
Ukrainians who realise I've come from

Scotland to join them. It has been
pretty emotional”

Adam is stationed in the basement
of aKyiv restaurant, sleeping on a yoga
mat and sleeping bag.

He said: “It gets very cold at night
but we have proper equipment. This
isn't playing around, as all the men
here are professional soldiers except
me. I have seen some pretty terrible
sights already.

‘T have comrades from England,
Sweden, Georgia, Brazil, Kazakhstan
- areal international corps’

The foreign legion soldiers have been
offered £400 a month for their services.
Adam said: “The money is neither here
nor there for me. I'm here for the
duration and I'm not actually sure how

much they want to pay or how they
might pay it. ] came here as a volunteer,
not a mercenary.

He carries a pack weighing up to
40kg, containing his machine gun
and five boxes of ammunition.

He said: “I was given some training
at the firing range near Lviv and, after
that, the platoon leader picked out
15 men he liked the look of.

“I did look up a YouTube video on
how to assemble and disassemble a
Russian PKM machine gun’”

Adam has never done military
service. His only experience was at
Merchiston Castle School in Edinburgh,
where he was in a Combined Cadet
Force, which covered drill, first-aid,
target shooting and fieldcraft.

He added: “Ukraine is not a
member of NATO. We have heard for
years that the doors were open but
we also heard that we could not join.
It's a truth and it must be recognised.”

Support in Ukraine for Nato entry
has fallen from 76 per cent to 72
because the alliance has refused to
close the skies over their country.

Some 90 per cent of Ukrainians
want a “no-fly zone" policed by Nato
- but this would likely lead to clashes
between alliance jets and Russian
warplanes.

destruction. Just two per cent
believe Putin is trying to protect
Russian speakers, according to social
study organisation Rating Group.

Air-raid sirens even blared in the
west in cities such as Ivano-Frankivsk,
where the airport has been blitzed
three times in the past 20 days.

Police there have warned locals to
look out for strangers, as they could
be Russian spies.

Sources say intelligence agency
SBU's local office believes agents
rented apartments there months
before the invasion.

It is believed they have provided
intelligence on long-range missile
targets.

Ivano-Frankivsk is a supply hub,
sending vital medication, clothing,
military fatigues and even bedding to
frontline troops. It has provided as
many as 150 volunteer soldiers to the
frontline in Kyiv.

Across Ukraine, a second wave of
troops is being called upon to fight
in the capital as it desperately
hangs on.

The shelling ignited a huge firein a
15-storey apartment building and
spurred a frantic rescue effort. Two
people were killed when Russia
struck an aircraft factory in Kyiv. The
Antonov factory produces many of
the world's biggest cargo planes.

A town councillor for Brovary, east
of Kyiv, was killed in fighting and
shells fell on the suburbs of Irpin,
Bucha and Hostomel. Nine people
died in a rocket attack ona TV tower
in the western town of Antopol and,
in the eastern city of Kharkiv, a
four-storey residential building
was destroyed.

But Moscow has also suffered
massive casualties. As well as 13,500
dead, its forces have lost 81
warplanes, 95 helicopters, 404 tanks
and four generals in 20 days, it was
revealed yesterday.

Heartbreaking figures emerged of
at least four children a day being
killed by Russian shelling - more than
90 in total. More than 100 children
have been injured since the invasion
and Moscow's forces have blitzed
400 schools, destroying 59 of them.

But Zelensky vowed: “Russia has
already begun to understand they
will not achieve anything by war."
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A welcome fall
in drug deaths

SCOTLAND needed some good news
on drug deaths.

Today’s finding - that the toll for 2021
was eight per cent down on 2020 - is
welcome. But we know it's not good
enough.

The reduction takes us back to the
levels of 2019, which were scandalously
high. But at least the numbers are now
falling, so it is a step in the right direction

The Daily Record has condemned the
Scottish Government’s performance on
drugs over the years.

We have not been merely carping from
the sidelines.

We have observed how our leaders
have failed to connect with those who
battle addiction. And we've witnessed
years of painfully laboured lip service.

Yet there are some distinct glimmers of
hope to emerge in the last 18 months.

Our campaigning relentlessly
demanded more cash to fund treatment
programmes and moves away from the
punitive persecution in courts of people
who are in addiction.

And we must now give credit where it's
due - because the Scottish Government
has made strong moves in both areas.

First Minister Nicola Sturgeon's
“national mission” on drugs puts up
£250million over five years. And Lord
Advocate Dorothy Bain's recent bold
statement on drugs prosecuting
guidance in the Scottish Parliament was
very much in line with our pleas for the
decriminalisation of drug possession.

We now have to ensure that every
penny of the drugs war chest is
properly spent.

Scotland deserves value for money
and a guarantee that we are investing

in methods that work.

SAFETY FIRST Nurses take babies
to basement as air-raid sirens sound

FRIGHTENED and anxious,
a group of pregnant women
are led into a dark hospital
basement as air-raid sirens
ring out above ground.

Since the start of the war, dozens
of babies have been born
underneath the maternity hospital
in the southern city of Mykolaiv,
where violence has been
escalating.

Yesterday's grim scene played
out as figures from global
children’s charity Unicef showed
that almost one child a second has
been made a refugee since Russia’s
brutal invasion began 20 days ago.

More than 1.5million kids, over
73,000 a day, have fled Ukraine.

President Volodymyr Zelensky
said 97 children had been
reported dead in the invasion &
and UNICEF’s James
Elder said: “Many more

have been injured” Pl a

The UN said the
total number of
refugees has passed
3million, with more
than half crossing
into Poland.

Among them is
Ivanna Burka, who said
she had “no choice” if
she wanted to protect
her child.

Just 10 weeks ago, Ivanna was
on holiday in the Carpathian
mountains with husband Volo-
dymyr, 28, and eight-year-old son,
Roman, to celebrate the new year.

Now Volodymyr is fighting for
their country in Luhansk, eastern
Ukraine, and Ivanna and Roman
fled after Russian air strikes hit
an Army base near her home in
Yavoriv on Sunday.

Speaking hours after her group
crossed the border into Korczowa,
south east Poland, she said: “We
did not want to leave but we have
children and I am afraid for them.

“T was scared. I heard rockets,
explosions. I hid in the basement
with my son. We are in danger in
Ukraine. I can't sleep at home”

The mum smiled as she showed
us photos of her recent holiday
with Volodymyr: “We were
outside together and so happy.

“We did not know he would
have to leave us to fight so soon.”

Wilko in U-turn

RETAILER Wilko has apologised and made a
swift U-turn after it told staff they could attend
work even if they test positive for Covid-19.

Yet, he revealed, he has moments of
panic, and believes he is dealing with
PTSD, like so many who experience
aortic dissection.

TAKING a pet to the vet for
treatment is considered a
"professional service" in
relation to consumer
legislation.

As with any professional
service, the Consumer
Rights Act 2015 requires
that the service you receive
be provided with reasonable
care and skill.

If you are unhappy with
the level of the service or
the treatment your pet has
received for the skin issues,
and you can prove that the
original treatment was
substandard, then you may
be able to argue that the
vet has not used the
required level of reasonable
care and skill by law.

Your new vet may be
able to provide a report as
evidence, highlighting the
correct treatment conducted
and how this was different
to the first course of action.

Due to the fact that your
puppy'’s skin issues have
now been resolved, it is not
possible for the service to
be repeated, so you could
ask for a partial refund with
consideration towards the
level of service you
ultimately received from
the original vet.

You may also be able to
ask the first vet to cover any
additional costs that you
may have incurred as a
result of any substandard
service received, provided
you can provide evidence of
these losses and that you
have taken steps to keep
them to a minimal.

If you are thinking about
raising a formal complaint,
we would suggest doing it
by letter and signed-for
post, or you could send an
email requesting a read
receipt from the intended
recipient as evidence.

You may also wish to
report the first vet to a
relevant trade body to
investigate your concerns.

You might even be able to move
home if you wanted to, subject to
certain conditions.

You cannot borrow the full market
value of your home, instead it is a
percentage based on your age. The
older you are, the more you can raise,
because as your life expectancy
reduces, the equity release company

will not have to wait as long to get its
money back. It can therefore pay you
more.

So, aged 55, you could typically
release a maximum 27 per cent of your
property’s value. For instance, if it is
worth £250,000 you could borrow up
to £67,500.

Equity release tends to work best for
those age 65 and upwards. By age 75,
you can borrow 50 per cent of its value.

You may be able to borrow higher
percentages if you have health
problems or lifestyle issues, such as
smoking heavily. That's because your
life expectancy is shorter, which means
the equity release company does
not expect to wait as long to get its
money back.

Last year, 76,000 homeowners
tapped into £4.8billion of housing
equity, most of them for the first time.

That is a rise of a quarter on 2020
and with the average house price
increasing £25,000 last year, owners
can borrow more.

Stephen Lowe, group
communications director at
retirement specialist Just Group, said
demand is up as people who delayed
financial decisions in the pandemic
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equity release is complex. Any decision
will affect your loved ones, so
remember to explain what you
are doing and include them in the
conversation to avoid shocks later.

Matt Stirland, executive director of
later life lending at equity release
adviser Age Partnership, says talk to
an advisory firm that specialises in
equity release, that will have detailed
knowledge of all the issues involved.

They should also discuss alternative
methods of raising the money you
need, such as claiming state benefits,
getting help from your family, taking a
25 per cent tax-free lump sum for your
pension, finding a part-time job, or
downsizing to a smaller property.

“Equity release could affect your
eligibility to state benefits and your
adviser should check whether this is
the case;” Matt said.

He says you should involve family
and friends in the process, especially
your partner and anybody whose
inheritance is likely to be affected.

Advisors should offer you a free,
no-obligation consultation and clearly
set out their fees.

They are obliged to make this clear
and a good one will be happy to do so.

-

Typically, you can expect to pay a flat
fee of around £1500 plus VAT.

Beware those who charge a
percentage fee, as this could prove
more expensive, especially if releasing
larger amounts.

Only use a firm that is able to offer
advice from the entire range of equity
release lenders, rather than simply
selling their own product, or products
from a limited panel.

Do not be pressured at any point.
You must feel free to make a decision
in your own time.

The whole process will typically take
up to two months.

“This is a long-term commitment so
you really need to understand exactly
what it involves from start to finish,’
Matt added.

In an ideal world, there would be no
need for equity release. People would
simply hand the property down to
their kids as an inheritance. These
days, that’s not always possible, as so
many are living longer and struggling
to make ends meet in retirement.

So don't be afraid to talk to loved
ones. Often, children will encourage
parents to go ahead and make the
most of their well-earned retirement.

Anyone who has had
their equity release
loan for 12 months or
longer can get a
review, and a good
adviser should do this
free and without any
obligation to act.
